	Guiding Questions/

Activities
	All guiding questions/activities are closely aligned with stated content and skill objectives.

Level 2 & 3 questions require students to draw upon evidence obtained from level 1 questions and use it to infer answers.
All three levels of questions are represented.
	Many guiding questions/activities are closely aligned with stated content and skill objectives.
Most guiding questions lead students toward exploration of content and skills.
Level 1 questions direct students to notice details of source.
Level 2 & 3 questions require students to draw upon evidence obtained from level 1 questions.

All three levels of questions are represented, however the activity is stronger in one level.
	Some guiding questions/activities are closely aligned with stated content and skill objectives.
Some guiding questions lead students toward exploration of content and skills.
Some level 1 questions direct students to notice details of source.
Level 2 & 3 questions are evident, but do not clearly require students to draw upon evidence obtained from level 1 questions.

Only level 1 and 2 questions are represented.
	Guiding questions/activities are not aligned with stated content and skill objectives

Guiding questions are unconcerned with mastery of content and skills.
Level 1 questions are missing or do not connect students with source.
Level 2 & 3 questions do not connect to evidence obtained from level 1 questions, or are missing.

There is no attempt to represent 3 levels of questioning.

	Activity matches student interest and skill level very well.
Classroom activity culminates in successful demonstration of historical knowledge gained through source anaylsis.
Lesson meshes well with social studies unit and/or multidisciplinary theme. 
Assessment of students is grade/skill appropriate, and brings understanding of topic.
	Activity is appropriate for student interest and skill level.
Classroom activity shows demonstration of historical knowledge gained through source anaylsis.
